Resolutions which will be combined in a Joint Resolution.  The Senate

report on their budget resolution contains a specific reference to

"increased funding for adult education". The prominence of this wording

in the report is a testament to the work that you have all done in

raising the awareness of US Senators to the need for additional federal

resources for our work. 

  The Budget Resolutions set the total amount of money that each

Appropriation Committee can use to fund programs under its jurisdiction.

For us those are the Senate and House Appropriation's Subcommittees on

Labor, Health and Human Services, Education and Related Agencies. 

These Appropriations Sub‑Committees have already begun the process of

allocating funding for specific programs.  As this work continues we may

need some assistance with specific members of those sub‑committees. I

will let you know if we need to advocate our state networks on this

issue. 
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
