  IMMEDIATE ACTION IS NEEDED
 

 Congressman Grijalva Arizona (gree-HAHL-va) is circulating a Dear Colleague letter to all members of the House asking them to support his request to the House Appropriation Committee to increase funding for adult education to $750 million in the FY10 federal budget. $750 million is approximately $206 million more than the current allocation for state grants. 
 

WE HAVE UNTIL THE END OF THE DAY ON THURSDAY, MARCH 26 TO CONVINCE OTHER MEMBERS OF CONGRESS TO SIGN ON TO THE LETTER. A copy of the letter is attached if you need to send it along to the education staffer in the Congressional office.
 

ACTION STEP
 

 You need to have a local/state adult education staff in each of your Congressional districts call the Washington office of the their member of the House with the request for the member to sign the Grijalva Dear Colleague letter on adult education. If the member of Congress in on the appropriation's committee to which the letter is addressed the caller should ask the member to support the $750 million request when the FY10 appropriation comes before the committee. These calls need to be made today.  
 

 We are also suggesting  follow up calls from students and staff starting today and running through Thursday asking the member to sign the letter.
